Logical Conditions

By: KEN ELSTON.

This is the first of an irregular series which, I hope, will
help many people improve their basic programming =skills. Each
article will usually deal with one aspect of basic. If there are
any areas you would like to see explained, why not drop me a
line and I will try to cover it in a future article in FORMAT.

A conditional statement is one in which we use the statement
IF....THEN. IF a statement is true, THEN do something. They form
the real power-house of Sinclair Basic and are far more flexible
and powerful than those supplied in most other basics.

In practice, they allow the computer to make decisions basad
on information it has or is given. Using <¢», <=, »>= and the
logical operations AND, OR, NOT, some very powerful statements
can be made, giving multiple choices in one line.

You should be familiar with the mathematical symbols above by
now, but to be sure:

A<B means A is less than B

A*B means A is greater than B

A=B means A equals B

A<>B means A is not egual to B

A¢=B means A is less than or egual to B
A>=B means A is greater than or equal to B

A simple demonstration of this might be:

10 PRINT "ENTER A NUMBER IN THE RANGE 0 TO 100"
20 INPUT A

25 PRINT A

30 IF A»>=100 THEN GOTO 100

40 IF Ac¢=0 THEN GOTO 100

50 PRINT "CONGRATULATIONS, GENIUS"

60 STOP

100 PRINT "NITWIT, TRY AGAIN"

110 PRINT

120 GOTO 10

Lines 30 and 40 determine whether the number you entered falls
within the parameters set.

Now lets look at the logical operators.

AND: A statement is true if both one relation AND another
relation is true,

OR: A statement is true if either one relation OR another
relation is true. i




NOT: A NOT statement is true if the relation is false, or false
if the relation is true, in other words it reverses the logic of
what comes after.

Those are three mouthfuls, but let's illustrate them. Firstly
combine lines 30 and 40 of the above program to become:

30 IF A»>=100 OR A<=0 THEN GOTO 100

Delete line 40. If either relation is true then the parameters
are not met and we jump to line 100 which advises us to
re-examine our basic mathematical premises. Alternatively, we
could say:

30 IF A<100 AND A0 THEN PRINT "WELL DONE BRAINY": STOP
40 PRINT "WRONG, TRY AGAIN"

50 PRINT

60 GOTO 10

If both relations are true then the computer gives due credit to
our elevated 10 and stops with an error message
9 STOP statement, 30:2. If either of the relations is not true
the program ‘'falls through' line 30 and continues. As you see,
this takes up less programming space than our first version and
its more readable as well.

To illustrate NOT, we could say:

30 IF NOT A<100 OR NOT A»Q0 THEN GOTO 100
40 PRINT "CONGRATULATIONS GENIUS":STOP
100 PRINT "NITWIT, TRY AGAIN"

110 GOoTO 10

The way the computer checks what it should be doing when it
comes to these logical operators is to assign the value 1 to an
expression if it is true, and 0 if untrue (false). It then
compares the two (or more) expressions using the logical
operations and decides whether to continue along the line or
drop through before the end of the line:

1 AND 1 continues

1 OR 1 continues

1 OR 0 continues

0 OR 1 continues

NOT 0 continues

Any other relation falls through.

From this it can be seen that AND can act as =. Look at the
following program:

10 LET A=INT (RND*11)
20 GOTD (50 AND A=10) + (60 AND A <> 10
50 PRINT "A=10": STOP
60 PRINT "A¢>10, A=";A

Line 20 gives the computer the choice of 2 lines to go to. 1f
A=10 then the first expression is true and the program jumps or

10

goes to line 50. The second expression would be untrue if A=10
and thus the expression is 0 - 50+0=50. Alternatively if A is
not 10 then the first expression is untrue and thus eguals 0 and
the second is true and equals 60. The line could also logically
be written:

20 GOTO 50%(A=10)+60%(NOT A=10)

Since if A=10 then the expression A=10 is equal to 1 while NOT
A=10 is equal to 0. So 50*1+60%*0=50, rather than having several
lines of IF A=? THEN GOTO... you can combine them into one line.
Remember that if none of the expressions are true, you GOTO O,
or the beginning of the program.

Now try these lines and see what you get:

10 LET A=(NOT 1=1) and 10 LET A=(1a1)
20 PRINT "A";A 20 PRINT "A";A

Also, if you ever need to check whether a variable is 0, you can
say:

10 LET A=INT (RND*3)
20 IF A THEN PRINT "A IS EITHER 1 OR 2", "A=": STOP
30 PRINT "A MUST BE O","A=";A

In line 20 the statement IF A THEN can continue only if A is
true, ie, A is not 0. If A is 0, it falls through and prints the
next line.

Finally try this line:
10 PRINT "This is ";"NOT " AND RND>.5;"the end...": GOTO 10

And I'll leave you to think of what you can do with a powerful
feature like that.

LETTAHEAD PLUS is an old favourite which will produce
letterheads, labels or small tickets in a variety of typefaces.
It is now available in a version that is fully DISCiPLE PLUS D
compatable The new version loads with the standard menu: select
"I" for interfaces and you get- an impressive screenful of
options - now up to 15 interfaces supported including, or
course, DISCiPLE / PLUS D (already selected).

Back to the main menu - choose "D" for Design and either
Heading or Label: select Pen and away you go: letters of the
typeface and size you have chosen typed in appear on the screen
exactly as they will eventually loock. Five fonts are initially
loaded in a block: you can alter height or width before you type
them in. A further twenty faces (in four more blocks of five)
are instantly available to load and you can have up to five
fonts, assorted from different blocks if you like, in memory at
any one time. And if you don't like these there is also a
built-in font editor so that you can design your own.

You can print to any part of the screen, box a part or the
whole screen, invert (white on black) or erase an area and
scroll any part of the screen sideways or up and down (type
first, centre it afterwards). One or two additional crude
artwork facilities are there for making logos for letterheads or
labels (arc, circle, plot draw and rapid fill) but this is not a
graphics program. It will, however, accept pieces from graphics
programs which can be loaded as SCREEN$, edited, merged and
generally manipulated using the scratch-pad provided.

The "Print" menu 1s comprehensive, allowing dumps to the
printer in a variety of sizes (labels can be printed in rows of
three) and the program is designed for a range of printers with
hints and patches for the more awkward ones. The main weakness
and strength of Lettahead Plus is that much is written in Basic.
It is user friendly and although not totally error-trapped, can
usually be recovered with "GO TO 1". Customisation is thus easy
{remember Tasword 2) but the program tends to be slow. A great
deal of thought has gone into the design however, and the manual
is excellent.

I find it a thoroughly practical and useful utility and would
recommend it as being very good value. One final point - the
DISCiPLE review discs were neatly labelled uwsing Lettahead. I
like a firm with faith in their own productsl

If, like me, you went through school before METRES ruled
gupreme (pun intended) then you probably still prefer to work in
FEET and INCHES. Now computers are great at dealing with decimal
numbers but I have never seen one that works in base twelve
which is what I really need to add-up columns of figures in feet
and inches.

This small program is my somewhat feeble attempt to solve my
problem. I dont profess to be a good programmer, but it does
work, which I believe is the real test. When run, it waits for a
number to be input. Whole numbers are taken as feet, decimal
numbers as feet and inches i.e. 3.6 is read as 3'6". After each
entry the value is printed on the screen. Pressing enter without
a wvalue will cause the program to print the running total, that
is indicated on screen by ** to the right of the number.
Entering 'c' (upper or lower case) will clear the screen and
reset the total to zero.

This was fine, but I needed to work to eighths of an inch and
that took some time to work out. The following table will serve
to explain the input method I adopted.

Note how fractions are entered and that negative figures are
allowed. After inputting a number the program decodes the line
(be warned there is little error trapping) and then displays it
in .the correct format. If anyone can come up with a more
versatile program I would love to see it published.

Now the computer still works but the PLUS D wont,
although it will still work on my 128+2, What have I done?

First take the cover off your 4Bk and examine the edge
connector, one of the tracks may be broken. If not, the problem
is almost sure to be the the M1 line on the 2zZBD. A +12v
(unsmoothed) 1line is right next to it on the edge connector and
when the PLUS D parted company with the Spectrum, it may well
have shorted the M1 line. You will need to send it away for
repair or try replacing the 280 chip yourself,

SPEAK TO ME

I have tried for some time to get my old Currah Microspeech
unit to work with my PLUS D. It will connect, using the
Microslot, but I cant get the combined system to power-up. Any
ideas to help me?

Sorry Kev but the Currah Microspeech wont work. It grabs
control of the spectrum at several points and gets very confused
when the PLUS D is on at the same time. However, when the
Two-Face is released by MGT you should be able to get round the
problem by having only one interface switched on at a time.

Meanwhile, if anyone out there knows who designed the
Microspeech, I would like to hear, it was once one of my
favourite toys and I'm sure it only needs a little redesign to
make it work.

The news on Micronet is as you might expect mainly computer
related, recent stories have been the Prince Philip/Prestel hack
and other assoclated things such as the Germany Hackers. I will
not go into details now as you have probably heard about them
from countless other sources. There are, however, other stories
on the news section totally unconnected to computers so the
individual with little or no knowledge of computers can gain
something from the service,

The news items are usually replaced every week, giving you
plenty of time to read each and every one, there is almost
always a new news item every evening so its worth checking the
news index each time you log-on. The news index can be reached
from the Micronet front page or by keying *NEWSH.

By far the most important news area on Prestel, as far as many
are concerned, is Prestel's Citiservice which provides up to the
minute information on stocks and shares. A recent addition to
the companies already operating part of this service is
Whiteaway Laidlaw who offer customers an account facility and
the chance to withdraw their money while on Prestel. The
interest on the accounts is currently running at 3.6%. The
service is accessed via a Gateway on Prestel and is well worth a
look.

A completely new news service is now emerging called the 'Dow
Jones Retrieval Service'. This offers a wide variety of
information (see below) and is expanding.

The REM listing below is to be used in conjuction with the DATA
COMPILIER (see issues #7 and #10).

First you need to type the Basic REM program in. if you are a:-
DISCiPLE User miss out lines 200 onwards.
PLUS D owners miss out line 180 and 130.

Next we need to save the Basic temporarily just in case the
DATA compiler should crash for some unusual circumstance. So
type in:- SAVE d1"temp" Next load in the DATA COMPILER Machine
code routine, type CLEAR 64511: LOAD d1"datacomp” CODE: RUN

1f there are no errors type PRINT PEEK 30816 if it does not
display 201 then check lines 140 and 150 for correct numbers of
zero data.

Now that we have a new altered system file its now possible to
enter POKEs for commercial games i.e. infinite lives etc. You
can find such POKEs in most computer games magazines usually
under the name of MULTIFACE POKES, 5o to test the Snapshot
routine. Load in a game, either from Tape or Disc, which you
have the pokes for. Press the Snapshot button and then key 0 if
you are a PLUS D owner or key 1 for the DISCiPLE. The game will
halt, and you will notice displayed at the top of the screen a
bar with 3 values. The first is the interrupt value, next the
machine stack pointer and finally the jump address where the
game will continue when you abort the Snapshot menu. These
values will be of great use to advance programmers and hackers,
To enter Pokes one simply types in the address (23296 to 65535)
and 'then the value between 0-255 there is no need to press ENTER
in any of the inputs but the actual poke byte must be a 3 digit
number for example if you need to POKE 32768,3 you would type in
32768 003 another example POKE 41561,62 type in 41561 062. To
abort the Snapshot menu at any time press SPACE.

DISCiPLE owners please note: like the Tape-Disc system file do
not use the Printer in any way.

Converting OCP's exellent STOCK MANAGER program to run on disc
has been high on my list of spare moment jobs for some time. I
have recently managed to overcome the last of the niggling
little problems, namely getting it to print properly. I have
had a program set up on tape for some time now and this is the
one I converted.

Set wup the program from your original tape, including the
printer codes. When asked to load a printer driver it does not
seem to matter which one, mine was the Eurcelectronics Lprint
III centronics driver,

When you arrive at the main menu select option
8- TODAYS SALES + SAVE. With a formatted disc in your drive now
select option 5- SAVE NEW CARTRIDGE MICRODRIVE. The program
should drop back into basie at line 9005 after telling you that
no file exists. No matter, you have achieved what you desire,
access to the basic program.

Start with 1l1line 530 and change it as follows: LPRINT TAB
S/(E+(PR=E));CHR$ 27;CHR$ EK;K$(E)'CHR$ 27;CHR$ 27;CHR$ NK (only
one CHR$ 27 here if your normal print code is a CTRL character).
Next go to line 5001 and change references to microdrive in the
menu to read DISC.

The save routines begin at line 9005 and the load routines at
line 9050. The problem encountered when trying to save to disc
can now be seen. The DISCiPLE / PLUS D DOS, unlike microdrives,
gives an error if you try to erase a file that does not exist.
Simply remove the ERASE commands in 9005, 9007 and 9010 then you
will get the overwrite Y or N message in future saves. I also
sudgest that you get rid of the expressions in front of the
program names 1i.e. CHR$(NOT PI)+. They were put there to hide
the file on micredrive, so to prevent question marks turning up
in your catalogue its best to remove them. It is also best to
change the name of the main program from 'run' to something a
little more meaningful.

Having changed the microdrive syntax to disc syntax (remember
d* in the load commands so it will work from either drive) the
job is done.

Now all you need to do is to put a disc into the drive and type
GOTO 9005, press ENTER and your program will save to disc
properly.

PREVENTING OVERFLOW

A few issues ago there was a gquestion in the Help Page about
line overflow when printing £,#,({c) and UDG's. It was explained
that this was because they where printed in Bit Image Mode. On
the DISCiPLE / PLUS D this is normally 'Single Density' (Epson
code 27,75) so the characters are wider than the standard ones.
But if you use 'Double Density mode' (Epson code 27,7&) the
characters are narrower so, although you still get a ragged
edge, you dont get overflow.
